· Folklore – way American Indians handed down their customs through stories, songs, ceremonies and celebrations

· Reasons to have celebrations: religious, social, celebration of nature, celebration of a harvest.  Example: a potlatch in the Pacific Northwest to show how well their chief controlled the group’s resources by giving away goods

· Bartering goods happened when American Indians groups interacted and when they had surpluses after they started to specialize.

· The Iroquois Confederacy discussed questions about land use, trade and war. Examples of American Indian governments are village councils, council of chiefs and Iroquois Confederacy.

· Water was used to grow crops and for drinking so it was important to live near.
